QUESTIONS 
 
How do I get library eBooks for Kindle? 

¶ Browse and check out a Kindle Book from an OverDrive-powered digital library site. 

¶ Click the 'Get for Kindle' button. This opens the Amazon.com website. You may be required to sign in 
with your Amazon.com account if you are not already logged in. 

¶ Select a Kindle device or Kindle reading app. Click the 'Get library book' button and sync your device 
or app to download the book, or choose to send it to your device via USB. 

¶ An active Wi-Fi connection is required for wireless delivery to a Kindle device. 

¶ If your Kindle is not Wi-Fi capable or you do not have an active Wi-Fi connection, read Amazon's in-
structions for transferring files via USB at http://www.amazon.com/gp/help/customer/display.html?
nodeId=200505520&#usb. 

 
Can I checkout and download Kindle books on my Kindle Fire? 
Yes. You can browse, check out, and download Kindle eBooks from your library using your Kindle Fire - 
you don't need to use a computer. Note that you cannot install the OverDrive Media Console app on your 
Kindle. 
 
How do I transfer eBooks to my Kindle using USB?

What happens to my notes and highlights when the checkout expires? 
If you choose to purchase the book from the Kindle Store or check it out again at a later date, all of your 
notes and highlights will be preserved.

On the NCDL homepage, find 

the Now Available Library 

eBooks for Kindle image.  

Click there to begin searching 

for Kindle compatible titles. 

 

 

When you click on the above 

image, you will get a listing of 

all of the Kindle compatible 

titles.  At the time this handout 

was created, there are 4,853 

titles that are compatible for 

the Kindle. 

 

 



If you see a title with a Hold 

Requests button, then this title 

is not available, but you may 

put a hold on it. 

 

 

If you see a title that has the 

Advantage logo as seen to the 

right it means that SPPL may 

have purchased a copy for our 

patrons to use only. 

 

 

 

When you find a title that has 

Add to my NCDL eBookBag, 

then it is available to be 

checked out. 

 

Once you click on Add to My 

NCDL eBookBag, you will see 

this screen.  You can continue 

to add titles (up to 4), or you 

can check out. 

 

 

To continue the check out pro-

cess, select Southern Pines 

Public Library. 

 



Log into NCDL using your library 

card and pin number.  

 

Contact the library if you do not 

have a pin number. 

Confirm the checkout.  Note that 

you have a 2 week checkout peri-

od for eBooks. 

 

 

Click on Get for Kindle to get the 

title—it will open an Amazon.com 

window. 

 

Click Get Library book to begin 

the download. 



Sign in using your Amazon.com 

account information that is con-

nected to your Kindle. 

 

Choose your delivery method.  If 

your Kindle has WiFi, you can 

choose to have it download auto-

matically to your Kindle.   

If your Kindle does not have WiFi, 

then choose to download to your 

computer. 

Once you have chosen your download method, click Continue. 

If you choose to deliver directly to your Kindle, you will see the screen below next.  Notice that it does give 

you the option to transfer the title to your Kindle via USB. 

To see your downloaded item, click on the menu button on your Kindle, click Sync & Check for Items 

(using the Kindle WiFi version).  Your downloaded title should show up on your device. 

 



To return your eBooks, go to the Amazon website.  Log in using your Kindle account information. 

 

Click on the Your Account link at the top right of 

the page above the Wish List button. 

 

Click on Manage Your Kindle—either on the lower right hand 

portion of the screen under Kindle Support or under the Digital 

Content section—Digital Management. 

In Your Kindle Library, you will see all of the titles on your Kindle de-

vice.  Click the Actions button for the title you would like to return.  

You will see the window below drop down.  Select Return this Book.  

After you return the book, sync your Kindle, and the item should be 

removed.
