To start a search, simply
click on the word Search
on the right side of the
screen (circled in orange)
and type in your search
terms.

If you prefer, you can use
the old PAC format by
clicking the Classic PAC
link below the search box
(circled in green).

Also, if you are interested in
any of the items showing in
the book river, move your
mouse over the book jacket
(picture) and it will show ba-
sic information on that itemd
as show on the right.

If you want more information,
click on the book jacket and
it will display the complete
details of that item.
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When you perform a search, you will see the results listed as you see in the picture below.

On this screen you can see that the search cats returned 781 results. When you look at each item,
you can see the location of the item, if it is available, and the number of copies owned by SPPL (in the
orange square). On this screen you can also tell that 701 of the results are books, 72 items are elec-
tronic resources, 60 are sound recordings, 45 are large print books, 37 are eAudioBooks, and 23 are
eBooks. These results are given you on the right of the results list (in the orange square).

There are multiple methods to narrow down your results.
You can click on any of the format links to only look at results in that formatd book is an ex-
ample of the format (in the orange square)
You can also narrow the results by clicking on any of the other criteria under format (in the
green square in the image below). Author, Series, Collection, Publication Year, Subject,
Primary Audience, and Genre are all given as options to narrow down these results. Click
on any of these terms to see the list (examples shown below on the left)
